After submtting the assessnment to Mars Pet Care in Novenber, a nenber of their
team reached out to request a call to discuss the subm ssion, feeling there were
areas where Sheboygan may have sold itself short. Call occurred on February 4
th with Beth fromthe Mars Corporati on. She suggested adding a link on the Gty
website for disaster relief and encouragi ng workplaces (including City Hall) to
try a one-day trial where pets may join their humans. In addition, Beth
encouraged the commttee to take a closer | ook at the current state of housing
and pronpted discussion around building a stronger relationship between the
Cty and the Humane Society. Followi ng the summary, Kristine Potter stated that
peopl e assune the shelter is Gty or County funded and that nore clarity is
needed to publicize the fact that the Humane Society is funded by donations.
Mayor Vandersteen shared that, while not Cty owned or operated, the City does
invest all pet licensing fees in the shelter, approximtely $40,000 the | ast
time he | ooked.

Superi ntendent of Parks, Joe Kerlin, discussed the structure of ordinance
changes/additions and the entities involved including the Marina Parks and
Forestry conmttee which oversees the Departnent of Public Wrks. Joe thought
the work of the task group could hel p i nformwhat ordi nance changes are
desirable. He nentioned that hosting a fundraiser on the beach, like |ast

year s proposed Dogtoberfest, would require an ordi nance change, possibly
allowing for Director of DPWto approve events. Sone special events may wel cone
pets but others may not. Joe also felt that even in pet-friendly parks, certain
areas remain pet free: playgrounds, splash pads, skate park, cross country sk
trails.
