There are presently two "Class A" alcohol beverage licenses available. 

Joe Marshall spoke regarding his plans for a convenience store with a drive-thru. Sales of liquor could also be made 
via the drive-thru. The location is on South Business Drive at the location of the old Embers apartments which is 
presently an empty lot. Mr. Marshall plans to build a cinder block convenience store on the lot. City Attorney Adams 
informed Mr. Marshall that because he does not yet own or lease the empty lot, he is not eligible to apply for a 
license at this time. 

3.5 Discussion and action regarding granting opportunity to apply for available "Class A" alcohol beverage licenses 

No discussion or action. 

3.6 Presentations by potential applicants for available "Class B" alcohol beverage licenses 

There is presently one "Class 8 11 alcohol beverage license available. Slo Food Market, Akshay Patel, Kurt Jensen, 
and Marcus Theatres all appeared before the committee to present their cases regarding pre-applications for the 
available license. 

Stefano Viglietti spoke on behalf of Slo Food Market on Pennsylvania Avenue. Construction is nearing completion 
and Slo Food Market would like to be able to sell beer, wine, and liquor for consumption on premise by their 
customers while socializing with friends. 

Akshay Patel and Jake East spoke regarding their upcoming renovation project at the Econo Lodge hotel at 8th and 
Center. The hotel will be an upscale Wingate by Wyndham hotel and they are interested in a liquor license for the 
bar area only. 

Kurt Jensen of 8th Street Ale Haus spoke regarding his expansion plans and a new brew pub on Commerce Avenue 
by the river with a banquet facility in the future. He has not yet purchased the property on Commerce Avenue. 

Ryan Helland spoke on behalf of Marcus Theatres. Mr. Helland informed the committee that they have had a beer 
and wine license since 2014 but are still interested in upgrading to a full liquor license so that they could also serve 
a variety of canned cocktails.

BACKGROUND / ANALYSIS:  
The City of Sheboygan Building Inspection Department went through an electrical 
recertification process in 2019 with the State of Wisconsin Department of Safety and 
Professional Services.  Under this approval, the Department delegates to the City the primary 
responsibility to perform commercial electrical permitting and inspecting for all installations 
under Wis. Admin Code. 
 
STAFF COMMENTS:  
In order to comply with state statutes, the following items needed to be updated in the City’s 
Electrical Code as part of Chapter 26 of the Municipal Code and they include: 
 

1. Emergency work notification requirements contradicted the State code. 
2. Clarification on permit expiration requirements. 
3. The City may not require a permit or inspection on any installation, repair, maintenance 

of electrical wiring within an existing industrial facility or existing manufacturing facility. 
4. No permit shall be required for electrical work, not requiring a service inspection, where 

cost of materials is less than $500. 
5. Modifies the code to allow licensed individuals to complete electrical work. Our code 

only allowed licensed electrical contractors.

AN ORDINANCE repealing and recreating various sections of Article III 
of Chapter 26 of the Municipal Code, entitled "Electrical." 

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin has informed the City of Sheboygan that 
it meets all of the requirements pursuant to the Wisconsin Administrative 
Code to exercise jurisdiction over the inspection of electrical wiring 
installations at farms, public buildings, places of employment, campgrounds, 
manufactured home communities, public marinas, piers, docks, wharves, and 
recreational vehicle parks; and 

WHEREAS, as such, the State of Wisconsin Department of Safety and 
Professional Services ("Department") has delegated to the City the primary 
responsibility to perform commercial electrical permitting and inspecting 
for all installations under Wis. Admin. Code § SPS 316.012 (1) (a) to be 
constructed within the limits of the City, with the exception of state-owned 
buildings; and 

WHEREAS, the Department has identified modifications 
electrical code it is suggesting in light of updates to 
Administrative Code.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SHEBOYGAN DO ORDAIN 
AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. Section 26-229 of the Munic ipal Code entitled "Emergency 
work" is hereby repealed and recreated to read as follows: 

"Sec. 26-229 . - Emergency work. 

In emergency work, the owner of the premises where the installation is 
to occur or their agent shall submit a permit application for the 
installation to the electrical inspector on forms furnished by the inspector 
by no later than the next business day after commencement of the 
installation. Such work shall be performed in accordance with the provisions 
of this article." 

Section 2. Section 26-257 of the Municipal Code is hereby repealed and 
recreated in subsection (b) thereof to read as follows: 



"Sec. 26-257. - Required. 

(b) When any electrical work for which a permit has been issued is not 
started within twelve months from the date of the issuance of the 
permit, or if, after starting, there is a cessation of such work 
of more than twelve months, the permit shall lapse and be void, 
and no electrical work shall begin or resume until a new permit is 
obtained and fees paid. 

II 

Section 3. Section 26-258 of the Municipal Code is hereby amended to 
add subsection (c) thereof to read as follows: 

"Sec. 26-258. - Annual plant permits. 

(c) Notwithstanding the provisions of this section, no inspection 
shall be required of any installation, repair, or maintenance of 
electrical wiring within an existing industrial facility or an 
existing manufacturing facility unless the plan for the 
installation, repair, or maintenance is required to be examined 
under Wis. Stats. § 101.12 (2) by the department or by a 
municipality that has its examinations accepted by the department 
under Wis. Stats. § 101.12 (3) (a), (am), or (b)." 

Section 4. Section 26-259(a) (8) of the Municipal Code is hereby 
repealed. 

Section 5. Section 26-259 of the Municipal Code is hereby amended in 
subsection (b) thereof to read as follows: 

"Sec. 26-259. - Exemptions. 

(b) All work performed under the exceptions provided in subsections 
(a) (2) through (7) of this section shall be performed in full 
compliance with this article." 



Section 6. All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict with the 
provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such 
conflict, and this ordinance shall be in effect from and after its passage 
and publication.
